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Lesson Plan II Reflection

For my lesson plan, A Fishy Tale, I choose to incorporate technology through our content delivery and activity.  How this is done is by using the projector to display the story, which is located online, to the students.  The students are to use the program Kid Pix to create an illustration pertaining to the lesson.  The reason for me choosing to use this form of technology based on the lesson was due to the high level of creativity and entertainment the students would receive.  As first graders, the students would be highly amused that their story is magnified against a screen.  I also choose to use the technology of Kid Pix to bring the children a sense of fun and creativity, allowing them to build on their own thoughts while still applying themselves to the lesson.
